What is “period poverty”? 
Period poverty is a lack of of access to
period supplies, which are necessary to
function in the modern society which we
live in.  It is linked to using substitute
products, stretching product usage which
is dangerous to health and even missing
work, school or other important events due
to a lack of menstrual supplies.  These
instances were associated to reported
feelings of embarrassment,
disappointment and depression.

According to a U by Kotex survey,
85% agree that period products

are a most basic necessity.
However, only 4 percent of

respondents were aware of a
local resource where free or

reduced cost period supplies are
available. Let alone products that

would last for years to come. 

Impacts physical health due to poor hygienic
conditions and lack of understanding. 
 Increasing chronic disease.
Impacts confidence and mental health, self
acceptance. 
Affects a girls ability to consistently attend
school and work. 
Effects community health from increased risk
of communicable diseases. 
Increases the chances that a woman in
poverty will stay below poverty and chances
of unwanted pregnancy.
